On Saturday morning the participants visited Dloue strane, an innovative hydro power station, and the natural park in which it has been built. To minimize the impact it was built underground.

In the evening, the Institutions from Ireland, Romania and UK developed new workshops and presentations.

Apart from the set working hours, the participants took advantage of this unique opportunity to talk to people from different Countries, to share ideas and worries with teachers and students from the other Institutions and to realize that the differences are very little and that the problems and dreams are common to all the participants in the meeting and to the institutions they all belong to.
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
